Feb. 11, 1923: The first meeting of  the Forum

	 Thomas R. Sadler, PhD, great-grandson of  Doctors William and Lena Sadler

	 When did the Kuliekes start attending?

	 Clarence Bowman first attended on Nov. 11, 1923

	 John Hales’s grandparents started sometime in 1924

	 Clyde Bedell started Sept. 28, 1924


Feb. 11, 1924: Machiventa Melchizedek and ABC the 1st tell the Contact Commission they should 

	 make use of  the Sunday afternoon meetings and have the participants ask some serious

	 questions about God, the universe, life after death, and other such matters.

	 	 This event was revealed to the Forum on Dec. 14, 1924. Dad wrote: “Wonderful

	 	 revelations from Machavalia [sic] or ABC were read by the Doctor.” Sadler told them

	 	 about his longtime patient, the Sleeping Subject.


Feb. 11, 2 B.C.: Jesus receives his Thought Adjustor

	 	 This date appears in what is now Part IV of  the Urantia Book, which came all at once in

	 	 1935.


Feb. 11, 1953: For 500 years from this date, “the overall welfare and direction of  the Urantia Book

	 is placed in the hands of  the Seraphim of  Progress.”


Feb. 11, 1954: In the absence of  Midwayer intervention after this date, the Trustees of  Urantia

	 Foundation shall proceed in accordance with their own judgment.


	 	 (These last two dates appear in a message purportedly received by the Contact

	 	 Commission on Nov. 22, 1951, from the “personal regent of  the acting Planetary Prince

	 	 of  Urantia.”)
